Serving Tray: Any size UNFINISHED wooden tray.

Décor Ideas: Ideas for decorating the serving tray include: use of acrylic paint for color, decoupage
motifs representing club members and/or service ideas, wood decorations, plastic decorations, fab-
ric or other material and/or the addition of beads, paint, gems, glitter, ribbon, trim, rick rack, se-
quins, mosaic tiles, fabric, foam, etc. No items are to be standing on the tray to obstruct the décor.

Scripture: Students MUST include a PARAPHRASE (their own interpretation/words) of what God
says through the scripture to THEM (1 Peter 4:10—New Century Version) decorated into the tray
itself via paint pen, decorative marker, stencil, attached lettering, small beading, decoupage from
other items listed above .

Visual Elements/Principles: Line, texture, color, shape/form, value, space; repetition, balance, em-
phasis, contrast, unity

Display: Ensure that the church and club name are displayed on a tent: (Use 1/2 piece of 8 1/2 x 11
card stock, folded in half to make a small tent to ensure tray view is not obstructed); the display
will NOT be judged; however, points will be deducted if name and club are not displayed.

**Counselors and adults may assist Girls Clubs with ideas and design,
but the girls must do the actual work.

Judges will score each club in4 areas: 1) Creativity (imagination, ideas, theme use),
2) Craftsmanship (neatness, practicality, sturdiness),
3) Art Work (variation of materials, media, technique, textures); 4) Beauty /Visual Impact (Wow! Factor)

1 pt.=Fair 2 pts.=Good 3 pts.=Very Good 4 pts.= Excellent 5 pts.=Superior

Minimal props (requiring less than 30 seconds set-up time) may be used
Skit must contain at least 2 characters
The skit must be typed or neatly printed on your own paper and turned in at Registration Check-in upon arrival.
Judges will score each YLM in the following 4 areas: 1) Memory, 2) Pronunciation/Diction, 3) Expression (verbal and non-verbal
clues), 4) Originality/Creativity of Scene 1 pt.=Fair 2 pts.=Good 3 pts.=Very Good 4 pts.= Excellent 5 pts.=Superior
